Title Taxonomy of cultural and linguistic adaptability user requirements

Scope :

To define a taxonomy describing the various elements of cultural and linguistic adaptability user requirements for use in a computer environment.

Purpose and justification – 

From a user perspective, computer systems should just behave as natural as posible with respect to culturl, linguistic and internationalization expectations. Many different computer technologies affect this experience, scuc as keyboards, character sets, input methods, language display, culturally dependent sorting and other culturally dependent customs relevant for the culture of the user.

For SC35 to ensure proper coverage of all the aspects of culture, language and internationalization, it is required to have a total overview of the matter, and for that a taxonomy is desirable. 

A taconomy can then help identifying areas not covered, and then SC35 can undertake to proce standards in the field, or contact other bodies requesting them to undertake such standardization efforts.
