4  Recent activities in the WG6 field

Richard Hodgkinson presented N809 and N811 giving a report from ETSI (HF) STF 286 to ETSI TC HF 37 on five access symbols for use with video content and ICT devices.

The actions list included in N745 was successively - during the WG6 meeting - revised into a new actions list (dated 2005-07-09), annex 1. 
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6  Work items to functions and facilities to improve the use of IT products by the elderly and persons with disabilities

6.1  TR 19765  Survey of icons and symbols that provide access to functions aand facilities to improve the use of IT products by the elderly and persons with disabilities 

    The summary of voting on PDTR 19765 (N752, N753) during the spring was in N816 (replaced N779). The document had been approved with comments which  WG6 discussed and took into account.  

No new letter with questions to the source owners about using the icons in this PDTR - according to the SC35 Resolution 16 in November 2004 - had yet been sent out. 

The following was decided: 

Every page shall state that this TR shows icons currently in use and that this TR is not recommending specific icons. Other clearifications shall also be included. The editor Richard Hodgkinson shall also amend the document with the new ETSI icons and icons from David Fourney and Yoshihido Nakano.

-By 15 August. The editor shall send the revised document to the WG6 members for review.

6.2  TR 19766  Guidelines for the design of  icons and symbols 

to be accessible to all users, including the elderly and persons with disabilities

    The summary of voting on PDTR 19766 (N758, N759) during the spring is in N817 (replaced N778). The document had been approved with comments which WG6 discussed and took into account.

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6.3  IS 24756  Algorithmic framework for determining accessibility for individual users of interactive systems 

Document N804 was presented by David Fourney. The discussion included the academic approach and the usefulness. This led to changes in the document including change of  the title.

6.4 Accessible User Interface for Accessibility Setting on Information Devices 

For a background see also N738. 

Resolution 5/SC35/Nov 2004 requested new documents from Japan on Accessibility Settings. Yoshikazu Seki presented two, N799 and N801. They include a General part and a Method-to-open part. The third part Method-to-set-up was to be added later. WG6 recommended that a new work item proposal be sent out for letter ballot this autumn. The proposal should be structured so that parts 1 and 2 are merged into a new part 1 and the intended old part 3 is to be the new part 2. The proposal in the letter ballot shall not include any draft, only the intentions and allow for more (multiple) parts. Gregg Vandenheiden and others volunteered to help with the writing. Special attention is to be taken in relation to 

7 Restructuring the Icon standards 

During the week several discussions took place in the special study group and in the working groups about a restructuring of the icon standards of SC35. A proposal (now in N861) was presented to WG6. WG6 supported the proposal.
