Draft resolutions texts

Resolution 2008.28: Progress of project ISO/IEC 29135 titled "Framework for text entry based on a 3x3 matrix layout" (WG1)

SC 35 requests the editor, Dr. Jaewoo Ahn, to send a first working draft of ISO/IEC 29135 to the WG1 list before the end of October 2008 for comments at the very latest, the goal being to fine-tune it so that it be sent for CD ballot at the next meeting (February 2009). It is reminded that a project must produce results before its second anniversary. The project was approved in Québec in August 2007.

The new plan is to issue FCD ballot during fall 2009, FDIS ballot during spring 2010, and have the International Standard published at the end of 2010.

Resolution 2008.34: ISO/IEC 9995-8 FCD Ballot (WG1)

SC35 secretariat is then requested to initiate concurrent CD registration and ballot of part 3 of ISO/IEC 9995 not later than 2008-10-15, so that reseults are received before the next SC35/WG1 meeting in February

Resolution 2008.36: Multilingual, multiscript keyboard group layouts (WG1)

Following the very fruitful discussion and course of action taken on Mr. Karl Pentzlin’s contribution to the development of groups beyond the Latin groups of ISO/IEC 9995-3, SC35 kindly requests the national bodies of Canada, Germany and France to prepare a co-signed proposal for a new work item titled “ISO/IEC 9995-9 Multilingual, multiscript keyboard group layouts”, so that it be sent for NP ballot after the next meeting of SC35/WG1 in February.

Resolution 2008.37: Progress of project ISO/IEC 11581-40 titled " Information technology -- User system interfaces and symbols -- Icon symbols and functions -- Part 40: Management of Icon registration " (WG2)

SC 35 requests the editor, Prof. Hiroaki Ikesa, to send a CD draft of ISO/IEC 11581-40 to the Secretariat by the end of October 2008 for for CD ballot.

Resolution 2008.38: OWG-NUIM – Usability test for  "4-direction" keys functions (OWG-NUIM, WG4 and WG1)

OWG-NUIM (Study Group on New User Interfaces for Mobile devices), requests its convener, Mr. Matsubara, to continue to investigate and prepare a usability test for the four-direction keys for mobile devices with the goal to prepare a new work item proposal and a working draft of the new user interfaces for mobile devices by the end of 2009.

All SC35 members (in particular WG4 and WG1 experts) are also kindly requested to carefully monitor this topic in their own country in observing four-direction keys use methods for mobile devices on national products, and to answer the developed NUIM-worksheet (JTC1/SC35 N1251). Answers should be sent to the OWG-NUIM convener by the end of December 2008.

Resolution 2008.39: Voice Command (OWG-VC, WG4 and WG1)

OWG-VC (Study Group on Voice Command) requests its convener, Mr. Nakao, to continue to investigate the Voice Command subject for deciding whether this OWG will be converted into a permanent WG and report the result of the investigation at the next SC35 meeting.
All SC35 members (in particular WG4 and WG1 experts) are also kindly requested to carefully monitor this topic in their own country, and to answer the developed VC-Questionnaire for Voice Commands Standardizations (JTC1/SC35 N1252). Answers should be sent to the OWG-VC convener

by the end of December 2008.

Resolution 2008.40: Maintenance of ISO/IEC 15897 (WG5)

SC35 instructs the project editor, Mr. Keld Simonsen, to send the agreed FDIS text of ISO/IEC 15897, alongside with the disposition of comments on the FCD ballot (N1332), to the SC35 secretariat for FDIS processing.

Resolution 2008.41: NP on Specification methods for cultural conventions (WG5)

Noting Resolution 07-08 of ISO/IEC JTC1/SC22 Plenary, SC35 hereby invites the Swedish member body to submit an NP for a type 2 TR on "Specification methods for cultural conventions", plus an accompanying document for concurrent registration and PDTR ballot, based on ISO/IEC TR 14652.

Resolution 2008.42: Reminder – Collection of national keyboard layouts (WG5 and WG1)

JTC1/SC35 encourages its members to continue the effort of sending in examples of national keyboards, whether they are standardised or not, but indicating when it corresponds to a national standard, to Mr. Keld Simonsen, in order to consolidate the preparation of a collection of keyboard layouts for the internal use of WG5. The examples may be pictures, drawings or text descriptions of the keys.

Resolution 2008.43: Appointment of Project Editor for project ISO/IEC 13066 titled " Information Technology — Interoperability with Assistive Technology (AT)" (WG6)

SC35 appoints Dr. Jim Carter as project editor and Mr. Norm Hodne as co-editor for the newly approved project ISO/IEC 13066. This appointment will transfer over to project ISO/IEC 13066-1, upon approval of making ISO 13066 into a multipart standard.

Resolution 2008.44: Ballot for dividing project ISO/IEC 13066 titled " Information Technology — Interoperability with Assistive Technology (AT)" into a Multi-part Standard (WG6)

SC35 then requests its Secretariat to send document (SC35 Nxxxx) to SC35 member bodies and request their approval of making ISO 13066 a multipart standard. Upon successful balloting within SC35, SC35 then requests its Secretariat to send the results to JTC1 for its approval.

The initial parts of this multi-part standard are planned to include (in anticipated order of development):

· Part 1 Requirements and recommendations for interoperability

· Part 2 Windows accessibility API

· Part 3 I-Accessible-2 accessibility API

· Part 4 Java accessibility API

· Part 5 Macintosh-OS accessibility API

· Part 6 Linix accessibility API

The current work item ISO/IEC 13066 will become ISO/IEC 13066-1 upon such approvals.

Resolution 2008.45: Progress of project ISO/IEC 13066 titled " Information Technology — Interoperability with Assistive Technology (AT)" (WG6)

SC35 requests the editors of ISO/IEC 13066, Dr. Jim Carter and Mr. Norm Hodne, to revise the WD in response of the provided comments during the New Project vote in accordance with the working group discussion in its Naples meeting and to circulate the resulting revised WD to the members of WG6 before Dec. 15, 2008. The members of WG6 are asked to provide comments on this WD to the editors by Jan. 15, 2009, so that the editors can address these comments in a new draft to be discussed at the Feb. 2009 meeting of WG6.

Resolution 2008.46: Progress of project ISO/IEC CD 29136 "Accessibility functions for personal computers" and initiating the CD ballot (WG6)

SC35 requests the editor of ISO/IEC 29136, Mr. Shigetoyo Nomura, to work with Mr. Norm Hodne to revise the current draft (Nnnnn) to ensure it is in good English, and that it conforms to ISO Directives and the ISO template and aligns with other standards in this area; the revised draft should then be sent to the WG6 experts on or before November 15.
SC35 requests the members of WG6 to provide careful comments on the draft by December 15. It should be expected that if these comments are satisfied the experts would agree that the resulting draft will be ready to be sent out for CD ballot.

SC35 then requests the Editor to provide a new draft based on satisfying these comments and to distribute it to the WG6 experts on or before January 31, so that it can be finalized at the February meeting of WG6.

Resolution 2008.47: Progress of project ISO/IEC PDTR 11581-1 "Information Technology — User Interface Icons — Part 1: Introduction to and overview of icon standards" and initiating the DTR ballot (WG7)

SC35 requests the editor of ISO/IEC 11581-1, Dr. Jim Carter, to send a draft of the DTR to the WG7 experts on or before October 31, for a two week comment period from the date the draft is sent out, with comments to be provided during this comment period by WG6 experts if needed. If this draft is agreeable to the WG7 experts and the WG7 convenor, SC35 then requests its Secretariat to send the resulting document (SC35 Nxxxx), taking into account expert comments, to JTC1 for DTR ballot alongside with the Disposition of comments on the PDTR ballot (document SC35 N1322).

Resolution 2008.48: Progress of project ISO/IEC CD 11581-10 "Information Technology — User Interface Icons — Part 10: Framework and general guidance" and initiating the FCD ballot (WG7)

SC35 requests the editor of ISO/IEC 11581-10, Dr. Jim Carter, to send a draft of the FCD to the WG6 experts on or before October 31, for a two week comment period from the date the draft is sent out, with comments to be provided during this comment period by WG6 experts if needed. If this draft is agreeable to the WG6 experts and the WG6 convenor, SC35 then requests its Secretariat to send the resulting document (SC35 Nxxxx), taking into account expert comments, for FCD  ballot alongside with the Disposition of comments on the PDTR ballot (document SC35 N1323).
